4. Fine art 2D work must be 
framed, fully dry, signed, 
properly WIRED and ready for 
hanging, and not exceed 48” in 
width.  
5. All drawings, prints, 
watercolors and photos must be 
under glass or Plexiglas. 
Clamped glass is not 
acceptable. 
6. Sculptors, please provide a 
sturdy pedestal for displaying 
work.  Keep in mind that 
pedestals will be on a grassy 
area.  Pedestals will be used at 
the discretion of the hanging 
committee. 
7.  Fine Craft artists, please 
provide any special display 

apparatus or hanging 
instructions, if applicable.
